The Pioneer Valley MPO complies with federal civil rights statutes, executive
orders, and regulations that ensure that the transportation needs of
underserved populations are considered and that opportunities exist to
participate in MPO activities.

Federal laws prohibit discrimination based on race, color, national origin,
sex, disability, and age in all of activities, policies, and programs. MPOs are
also required to identify and address the disproportionately high and
adverse effects of their activities on minority and low-income populations,
as well as provide meaningful access to their services for those with limited
English proficiency (LEP) as an extension of national origin protections.
